Literacy 

School starters only - To read and begin to write their names.   

Those staying in nursery – To begin to read or recognise their name. 

 

Phonics To begin to recognise and identify familiar letters, such as those in 

their name. 

Music To learn a range of songs and take pleasure in singing.   

Art To use their creativity to create their own summer or 

sunshine picture, using skills covered through the year.
